	Oaks Park Day
	The park is open from 9-3.  We will leave here at as early as 8:30, but you should be here at the school at 8:00 so we can distribute ride bracelets and hand out accelerometers.  We will get back to the school at 2:00.  Although I have excused you for the day, you will be able to attend large parts of the first block, and some of the last block.

General notes/tips

1. You can partner with anyone in any first year physics class, regardless of level or teacher.

2. When you have picked a partner, you must sign up with them in the physics room:

a. If you are riding the bus, sign up for one of the busses.  Remember what bus you are riding, and ride the same bus to and from the park.

b. If you have some conflict the day of Oaks Park, and are driving yourself, you must get the official form from the main office signed by your parents and an administrator, and sign up on the special list for self-drivers.  If you drive yourself, you may not give anyone else a ride to or from the park without their having filled out the same form.

c. If you are going on another day, partner with someone who is also going at another time, and sign up on the sheet for people going later.  You must affix a receipt or your ride bracelet to your lab if you do not go with us to Oaks Park.

3. The single best thing you can do to make your lab successful is to make a nice data table.  Nice ones have blanks for every quantity you need to measure, and space for calculations right next to it.  Real nice ones have the formulas right there too.  Leave yourself more space than you think you'll need.

4. I have tried to anticipate which rides are open.  On Oaks park day some will be closed unexpectedly, and some will be open.  I will allow reasonable substitutions - feel free to make up your own items to replace items from closed rides.

5. You will not get on the bus without completed pre-arranged and permission forms.  If you get your money to Judy Bruce by Wednesday before Oaks park, we will get the ride bracelets for you at the park.  If you fail to get the money to JB in time you will need to purchase your own bracelet at the park.  Anticipate a very long line.

6. Don't get sick.  Remember that the last ride of the day is the bus home.  (exhaust fumes, jiggity, jiggity, jiggity, etc.)

7. Many groups do a significant part if not all of their lab write-up itself at the park.  The two partners need turn in only one report.  Both partners do not need go on every ride, one can ride, the other can take down data.

8. Don’t lose your accelerometer.  I will need it all taken apart, or $2.00 from you after the field trip.  Make sure I check your name off the list when you give it back to me.

9. We will go to Oaks Park even if it is rainy and cold.  Dress in weather appropriate clothing.  Bring layers.  Be waterproof.
