Electric Field Mapping

1. Please keep the piles of paper neat and organized.

2. Don’t lose my thumbtacks

3. Make a NEW hole in the ‘electrode’ part.  Make sure the tack is firmly in place.  (i.e. it does not wiggle)

4. Ensure that you can read the full range of voltages before you start mapping.

5. Don’t forget to mark out the shape of the electrodes.

6. If you are making marks in the top sheet of graphite paper you are pressing too hard.  Do a trial tap to see how little you need to do to make a mark with the carbon paper.

7. Keep your hands off the paper when you are working.  Your skin conducts electricity, and you’ll mess up your diagram.
