Baking Soda and Vinegar
What to do

Mix a bit together and watch it fizz.  The bubbles are CO2 – carbon dioxide. The carbon dioxide in a beaker is heavier than air, and so you can pour it into a jar and put out a candle.  

Why

Air is mostly nitrogen and oxygen, and so has a molecular mass of 28 or 32 g/mol.  CO2 has a mass of 44 g/mol and is denser.
