Strobe Light

Why

The strobe flashes for an incredibly brief period of time (1/10,000 of a second) at regular intervals.  If it flashes at the same rate as an object’s periodic motion, it will make the object appear to sit still, even though it is still moving.
What to do

Watch the cool moving things!
WARNING:  The strobe can trigger certain types of epileptic seizures.  (Only in people who have epilepsy)
