PowerPoint presentation for a planet.



You and your teammates will create and present to our class your very own PowerPoint slide show about a planet of the solar system.

Your presentation could include, but is not limited to:

1. Size of the planet, distance from the sun

2. Composition of the planet, and atmosphere (if any)

3. Surface temperatures, seasons (if any)

4. Moons

5. History of exploration (i.e. space probes)

6. Random Humor (if appropriate)

Directions:

1. There is a page of links for you at tuhsphysics.ttsd.k12.or.us -> Links -> Astronomy

2. Try searching www.google.com with the name of your planet, and words like ‘images’, ‘university’, ‘composition’, ‘solar system’ and ‘NASA’.  “images information solar system” was the best search I found.

3. When you find a picture you want in your show, Firefox will let you copy and paste into PowerPoint presentations without having to save the file.

4. Use the Files upload facility on my website to upload your presentation from home if you want.  The password is “isphun” without the quotes. The upload URL is http://tuhsphysics.ttsd.k12.or.us/files/index.html
5. The final presentation needs to be saved into the folder I show you.  (In the Share folder)
