For each candidate I have the official student-signed 4/PSOW as a cover sheet only indicating the highest six mark values, and the MS and PS values.  What immediately follows is my three sheets of 4/PSOW in which I have taken the liberty to widen the columns for D, DCP and CE so that I can indicate the score for each aspect.  Each cell that I evaluated looks like this:

201/3 

This means

2 on the first aspect

0 on the second

1 on the third aspect 

3 is the score

This is to help explain the scores I gave.  

After my 4/PSOWs, you will find the high scoring labs that are circled in the 4/PSOWs in the order they occur, preceded by the instruction sheets or the spoken instructions they received.  For your convenience I placed the scores from the 4/PSOW on this sheet.

Also – the students in my class are required to correct their labs that have mistakes.  In every case I base my IB IA scores on the first version they render, and not the improved one, as they often improve it with a great deal of input from me.
