Determination of Absolute Zero instructions

1. I demonstrate the pressure of an enclosed gas at two different temperatures.

2. I explain Lord Kelvin’s reasoning that the pressure would be zero at absolute zero

3. I instruct the students to take the data and come up with their absolute zero, with uncertainty, and to evaluate their procedure according to IB criteria.
